Second assignment on learning analysis:

Multiple Intelligences, what does it mean and what are my innate intelligences?

(Another “one-pager”)
Write a one-page analysis of your innate intelligences.  Start by defining what “multiple intelligences” means and what the intelligences are, and who developed this theory and what authority he has with regard to this field of study.  You may want to quote Dr. Gardner’s definition of intelligence directly.

Discuss the results of your own MI inventory and develop this short paper by showing which of the intelligences are innately stronger in you at this point in your life.   Remember that Dr. Gardner has shown that we can develop our intelligences in all of these areas, which is part of the reason that MI theory is controversial in higher education as an institution because the traditional view of intelligence—as measured on the Stanford-Binet or “IQ test”—is that each person has a certain amount of intelligence and that’s what we’re born with and that’s what we’re stuck with.  Do you agree with the traditional view or with Dr. Gardner’s view?
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
